2004 Edna Valley Chardonnay - This member of the Chalone Wine
Group has long been known for their intensely flavored
Chardonnays.  In recent years, the heavy oak has been toned
down a bit, as the wine shows better balance without sacrificing
any fruit intensity.  A terrific Chardonnay value at $12.99.

2003 Liberty School Cabernet - This label once served as a second
label for Caymus Vineyards.  It was eventually sold off to a family
of growers, the Hope family in Paso Robles.    Since they acquired
the label in ‘96, quality has remained high and pricing reasonable.
This ‘03 Cab is full of blackberry and cassis fruit, very upfront and
early drinking style.   $14.99

2004 Kunde Sauvignon Blanc - The Kunde family has owned
vineyard land in Sonoma dating back to 1899.  They sold off their
fruit to other wineries up until about fifteen years ago, when they
started their own label.  Their Sauvignon Blanc has always been
one of our favorites.  It has about 15% Semillon and 5% Viognier
blended in, with a small percentage aged in small French oak.  The
‘04 Sauvignon Blanc shows crisp grapefruit flavors with vanilla
and honey notes, followed up by a long finish.   $13.99

Marietta Old Vines Red Lot #38 - This winery has been making
intensely flavored reds for over 25 years.  Each batch of Old Vine
Red produced usually falls short due to strong consumer demand.
The fruit was sourced from Sonoma, Napa and Mendocino
counties.  Its medium to full-bodied flavors are made with a majority
of Zinfandel, mixed with Petite Sirah, Carignane and Gamay.  It
offers a rich mouthfeel of ripe blackberry and raspberry fruits,
having a long range of supple spice.  The perfect year round house
red.  $12.99.
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2002 Valserrano Rioja Crianza - When wines like Valserrano come
along, you can clearly see why Spain has become one of the world’s
hottest wine producing countries today.  This very young Crianza is
made from the famed Bodegas La Marquesa, in the village of
Villabuena in Rioja Alavesa.  It is made of mostly Tempranillo, with a
tiny portion of Mazuelo from vines ranging 60 to 100 years old.
Aged in both American and French oak an average of 12 to 14 months
and 12 plus months in bottle prior to release.  Valserrano makes an
immediate impression in the nose with dusty cedar, dark berry and
sweet vanilla.  The nice full-bodied structure shows plenty of firm
tannin, copious dark berry and plum flavors that round out with
supple spice on the finish.  $13.99

The 2002 Ridge Santa Cruz Mountain Red is a secondary blend of
Cabernet and Merlot.  We were very excited when this rich, full-
bodied red had finally found its way into the Connecticut market.  It
is sourced from the same vineyards as the legendary Monte Bello.
The richer fruit went into the top Monte Bello bottling and the rest
was declassified to be put into this much more affordable “Baby”
Monte Bello.  This young blend delivers a load of cassis and
blackberry fruit flavors, showing plenty of supple oak, sweet tannins
and a long finish.   $29.99

2003 Trinitas Petite Sirah comes out of the southeast side of Central
Valley’s Lodi appellation.  Surrounded by dead brush and weeds, it
is considered their most unattractive vineyard that they make wine
from.  However, the 50 plus year old vines grown there, yield some of
the highest quality Petite Sirah in California.  Deep glass staining in
color, it offers an inviting sweet scent of spicy black and red berries.
The flavors are loaded with an assortment of black fruits, combined
with a rich, oaky mouthfeel and just the right touch of spice and
alcohol on the finish.  $17.99

2002 Penfold’s Bin 28 Kalimna Shiraz - This legendary Australian
winery produces a wide range of Shiraz wines.  Bin 28 Kalimna consists
of Barossa fruit, which is one of Australia’s warmer regions.
Accordingly, the wine shows explosive black fruits, vanilla, mint and
licorice tones.  Much of this Barossa fruit comes from the same
vineyards that produce Penfold’s classic Grange.   $19.99
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flavors offer lush, ripe plum, cassis and cherry fruits, combined
with a nice supple structure, soft sweet tannins and spicy oak
that rounds out the pleasantly long finish.  Pairs nicely with
lamb, short ribs and aged cheese.

2003 Marramiero Dama Montepulciano D’Abruzzo D.O.C.-
Central Italy’s Abruzzo region consists mostly of breathtaking,
mountainous terrain, that is most favorable for producing
enormous amounts of easy drinking, to more robust and stylish
Montepulciano’s.  The Marramiero estate produces four distinct
premium Montepulciano bottlings.  Dama is considered the baby
of the group and is made for early enjoyment.  It shares some
similarity between a rich Valpolicella and California Zinfandel.
The aroma displays nice black fruits, with a touch of smoky
earth.  The deep, rich flavors possess an abundance of
blackberry, raspberry and cherry fruits, accented with licorice
and spice, followed with velvety tannins, wrapped around a
sweet and succulently long finish.  Dama shows best when
served with pizza, meat sauced pastas, cured meats and cheese.

2004 Inama Soave Classico - Soave is a D.O.C. that has had
its name tarnished over the years by mediocre quality examples
in jugs.  In reality, the finest examples of Soave can be delicious
wines that resemble French Chablis.  Most of Inama’s vineyard
holdings are in the Foscarino Vineyard, the top Cru in Soave.
The majority of this Classico bottling comes from the Foscarino
Cru.  Trebbiano and Garganega are the main grapes used in
Soave, with Garganega producing the best results.  Inama’s
version is 100% Garganega fermented in stainless steel, followed
by completion of malolactic fermentation.  The wine shows
dry, medium-bodied flavors of melon, pear and almonds, good
underlying acidity, and a creamy texture.  Tired of Chardonnay,
Sauvignon Blanc and Pinot Grigio?  Inama’s Soave Classico is
a nice change of pace.   Regular price  $13.99/btl.  This month

2003 Sierra Cantabria Rioja Tinto -The Eguren family owns
over 260 acres of prime vineyard land in the Rioja.

Tempranillo, this Rioja sees 14 months in a combination of French
and American oak.  This traditionally styled Rioja has Pinot Noir-
like weight and color.  On the palate, it shows fresh cherry,
plum and earthy flavors, good structure and a finish marked by
subtle vanilla notes.  This medium-weight red is a fine
compliment for veal, grilled pork, or even tuna steaks.  Regular
price $10.99/btl.

This Toscana blend is one fine example made with Sangiovese,
Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot and Syrah.  It is loaded with ripe cherry
and spicy raspberry fruits, showing wonderful balance with an

2001 Allegrini Palazzo Della Torr e - This single vineyard wine
from Allegrini has been consistently scoring in the low 90’s for six
years straight.  Made of primarily Corvina (main grape in Amarone),
with a small amount of Sangiovese blended in.

2003 Lorca Poetico Cabernet Sauvignon -  This new release
was developed under full direction of the young and talented
Argentinian Enologist Mauricio Lorca.  The grapes were
selected entirely from estate fruit, off vineyards that sit at an
elevation of over 3000 feet above sea level in the Andes
Mountain of the Mendoza.  Argentina’s viticulture thrives in
the higher elevation climate, seeing very little rain and benefits
a great deal from sunshine and warm daytime temperatures.
Lorca blends 15% Malbec into this cab for added depth and
concentration.  This deep colored red displays wonderful scents
of cedar, black cherry and hints of violet.  The full-bodied
